
I am He, the One Speaking to You

In the woman at the well we
meet ourselves. We, like her,
thirst for something more. It
tells us that God has placed
the thirst in our hearts for a
purpose. St. Augustine, one
of the great theologians of
the Church, said, “Oh God,
you have created us for
yourself, and our hearts are
restless till they rest in you.”

 The Samaritan woman in
today’s gospel comes to the
well because she wants
water. She wants water,
which she can drink and with
which she can clean and
cook. But when she comes to
the well for that water, she
meets Jesus. There she
listens to him as he talks
about a living water that will
lead to salvation. The woman
does not come to the well to
find Christ’s water; she
comes to find the water that
is in the well. But her thirst
for that water leads her to
consider and ultimately to 

accept the water that Jesus
offers. A natural water leads
her to an eternal water. A
physical thirst leads her to a
drink beyond her imagining.

That thirst can be
characterized by a
fundamental dis-ease, an
unquenchable fire that
renders us incapable, in this
life, of coming to full peace.
That deep, divine desire is at
the heart of our resiliency,
our capability to dream of
hope even when things seem
utterly hopeless. It fuels the
arts, poetry and literature. 

Our holy longing, the longing
of the Samaritan woman, 
can be understood as our
humble response to the
divine longing of God for all
of humanity and all of
creation. We can imagine
Christ, nailed to a cross,
whose arms were
outstretched in order to draw
us all to himself, a God who
believes in us more than we
believe in ourselves.
